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High School: Scholarship Information for Academic Year 2026-2027 
Students currently in Grade 8 - 11 

 

The deadline for scholarship applications is March 1, 2026. Documents submitted with this Application 
Form must be in English. If any document is in a language other than English, a translation must be 
attached to the application. Grade 8 - 11 students must complete and submit the application 
themselves.  Please note, parents must not complete the form on the child’s behalf. 

 
The awarding of scholarships will be decided by a Scholarship Committee which is appointed by the 
school. Scholarships will be given based on the applicant's academic excellence, as well as their 
contributions to the school and global community. The committee will evaluate the quantitative and 
qualitative data received from each applicant to decide, so it is important for students to put equal effort 
into each part of the application process. The committee will use all information provided in order to 
decide which applicant best fits the scholarship criteria.  Student interviews may be requested as part of 
the selection process for finalist candidates.  
 
All decisions regarding scholarships are final. No appeals or requests for justification will be accepted.  
 
The Admissions Office will communicate the results of the application process directly with the parents 
of the applicants.

• consistently demonstrates compassion 
• exhibit leadership skills 
• are committed to being an active participant in the school community 
• are in ‘good academic standing’ 

Candidates will be evaluated by the Scholarship Committee based on the strength of student’s personal statement 
as well as supporting information.

Candidates will be evaluated by the Scholarship Committee based on the strength of student’s personal statement 
as well as their involvement in the school community as leaders or volunteers.
